STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, Math)
History
STEM is a national concept focused on furthering the interest of science, technology, engineering and mathematics education in the United States. 
STEM is widely supported by state representatives and other public officials, who have formed a coalition to support the pressing national need for student achievement in STEM subjects.
STEM Community Engagement Pilot
In August 2008, the Corporation for Public Broadcasting invited eight public broadcasting stations to take part in the STEM Community Engagement Pilot. 
The goal of this pilot was to use public media to raise awareness of the importance of STEM education and connect youth to STEM resources.

The pilot, managed by public television station KETC, brings together local public broadcasting stations, national producers, science educators and organizations with FIRST (For Inspiration and Recognition of Science and Technology); an organization with a broad network of students, scientists, business leaders and mentors dedicated to inspiring young people’s interest in science and technology. 
The eight stations involved are: KETC, St. Louis, MO; WCTE, Cookeville, TN; WSKG, Binghamton, NY; Think-TV, Dayton, OH; New Hampshire Public Television, Iowa Public Television, Wyoming PBS and the Wisconsin Educational Communications Board.  
Projected Outcomes
More students will become interested and pursue careers in the fields of science, technology, engineering and math. 

Youth, educators and parents will have access to and be connected to the multitude of STEM resources available in each of the nine participating regions. 
Organizations that are involved in STEM work within the community will be better connected to each other in order to have greater impact on the youth of our community.
Public media becomes a catalyst to support the impact of STEM learning in local communities.
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
